Her daughter had been 
given one while hospitalized in Seattle and it 
was a great comfort while she was undergo-
ing treatments. Betty worked with the Win-
chester Woman’s Club and then other De 
Anza District clubs to get them involved in 
the project.  In 2001, Betty spoke at a CFWC  
Conference about the Spinosa Bear project, 
and after listening to her story, a goodwill 
offering was taken and close to $2,000 was 
collected.

WELCOME HEMET AND BLYTH  
JUNIOR CLUBS  
De Anza District members warmly welcome 
the Hemet Junior Woman’s Club and the Jun-
ior Women’s Improvement Club of Blythe. This 
is the first year Junior Clubs have joined at the 
District level and we are excited to have their 
ideas and energy. 

Junior clubs have been around for 93 years.  
Mrs. Helen Kimberly (Kimberly Crest home in 
Redlands) formed a girl’s club, known as the 
Kimberly Juniors, in 1913, which became the 
basis of Junior membership. In 1916, Mrs. 
Kimberly wrote the Junior Pledge, which was 
adopted at the 1930 GFWC Convention as the 
National Junior Pledge. Today, the Kimberly 
Juniors are known as the Junior Women of the 
Contemporary Club of Redlands. 

In 1922, Juniors were adopted nationwide. In 
1926, a Chairman for Junior Membership be-
came part of the CFWC Executive Board.  In 
1927, Juniors were chartered by GFWC. By 
1935, Junior membership had risen to 4,000 
young women in 27 clubs. In 1936, State Jun-
ior Minutes read “It shall be the policy of the 
Junior groups to have an age limit of 16 to 30 
years.” Today, there is no age limit. 

Some of the first recorded projects of the Jun-
iors were a ramp for a crippled children’s 
swimming pool, purchase of a National See-
ing-Eye Dog, and establishment of a Federal 
day nursery center.
